电影和电视

1．TV：
Nowadays, there are a growing number of people who show less interest in going to the cinema than in watching TV. 

目前，越来越多的人喜欢看电视而不喜欢看电影。
According to a recent survey, in 1998, about 17 percent of people saw a film, compared with the 1991 level of 57 percent. 

根据一项最近的调查，在1998年，大约17％的人看过电影，但在1991年却有57％的人看电影。
Television is having such a vast effect on national habits that it has caused a serious decline in the film attendance, and many cinemas have had to close down. 

电视正在对国民的生活习惯产生着巨大影响，导致了电影业的严重下滑，许多电影院也不得不关门大吉。
More and more people have switched over to sitting at home in front of TV because it has obvious advantages.

With a TV set at home, people not only hear the voices and music, but they can actually see what is going on at the very moment it is happening far distances away. With it, people can enjoy endless kinds of interesting and instructive programs.

2．Film：
But on the other hand, TV watchers have no chance to enjoy the special excitement derived from cinema effect. So that is why there are still a number of people, particularly the old film fans, who show great fondness for cinema-going. They frequently visit the cinema in that they want to recall the “true life” which existed in the “good past”.

In 1914, George Bernard Shaw said: “The cinema tells its story to the illiterate as well as the literate；and it keeps its victim (if you like to call him so) not only awake, but fascinated as if by a serpent’s eye. And that is why the cinema is going to produce effects that all the books in the world could never produce.”
